








While the overall mission of release 4.6 was not
driven by performance, the net performance gains
most customers will see will range between 20%
and 40% (some early POCs with release 4.6
showed as much as 100% improvement) and
some system optimization enhancements will
serve to improve the system’s ability to scale
to even more highly-concurrent workloads
significantly. Of course as with any such feature
package of this type, “your mileage may vary” but
we think most customers will see substantive
performance improvements.

In addition, release 4.6 and the SQL Extensions
Toolkit of the Netezza system include features that
simplify migration from other databases, such as
Oracle.

These include features for supporting broader
applications and making transitions from other
data warehouse systems, such as:

• stored procedure functionality (simplifies
conversion from PL/SQL with less SQL
rewriting required);

• XML support (allows for the manipulation
and functions using XML data);

• regular expression processing based on
Perl v5 regular expressions (e.g., replace,
like, instr, substr & extract);

• text analytics and fuzzy-logic processing
(e.g., word keying, locating, stems and
differences); and

• a broad range of date and time conversion
and manipulation functions (e.g., “days
between” or “next quarter”).

Release 4.6 also offers other enhancements to the
enterprise readiness of the system, including
support for seamless backup and restore integration
with IBM’s Tivoli Storage Manager™; an Audit
History function that provides the history of all
activity for the database and can be accessed by
any standard query reporting tool; support for
Unicode object names which virtually eliminates
any requirements for rewriting of schemas or SQL
in supporting UTF-8 data sets and local language
representation for data within the database; and
higher performance when executing windowed
OLAP and aggregate functions, like “What is the
12-week moving average of this stock price?”,
etc. This is sure to be a source for a lot of positive
energy at Enzee Universe and definitely makes us
even more bullish about where we can take the
NPS product family next!
